HUNTERS

Classic hunter attire, equipment and
fence.

Rooted in tradition, Hunter attire
consists of light colored breeches
that are slightly fitted through

the hips, a dark color hunt coat or
Shadbelly, tall, black field boots and
an approved riding helmet.
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RIDING SHIRTS

Generally white, but
can be light colors

as well, such as
lavender, blue and
green. If formal attire
is required, such as
in a Hunter Classic, it
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is customary to wear a white shirt with stock tie as illustrated on the right.

BREECHES

Breeches are light in
color, such as tan or buff.
White is usually worn only

HELMET & HAIR

Riders are required to wear ASTM/SEI helmets.
It is preferred for rider’s hair to be neatly
tucked under the helmet and secured with a
hairnet, as seen above.
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HORSE BRAIDS

Hunter braids are tight and
evenly spaced. They are
typically bound with yarn
that matches the color of
the horse’s mane or can be

A Shadbelly is a formal hunt coat that is fitted and
short waisted in the front, with tails in the back,
used for formal classes, such as Hunter classics and
Handy Hunter classes.

Jodhpurs & Garters are worn by children
not yet wearing tall boots.
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
