Farm, ended the performance as Nelson
Green had started it for them, with a
victory, and all of them now have yet
another World’s Championship to
defend. The charismatic (SA) CCV
Casey’s Final Countdown (Advocator x
[SA] Rinanti American Twist), bred in
South Africa by Si-Si Stables, who had
bested I’m First in the Stake at Rock
Creek in June, had the tables turned this
night, although the large Monday night
turnout in the seats saluted him and
Michele Macfarlane with its trademark
sustained ovation as they exited the
ring. Another South African import was

third, in the Freedom Hall debut of (SA)
Calif First Night Out with Neil Visser
for Mr. and Mrs. Robert Chelberg. 

Earlier, Freedom Hall was a gradua-
tion ceremony as competition ran deep
in class after class, and young standouts
of previous years rose to the occasion
with winning performances as older
horses. 

Callaway’s Born For This, by
CHCallaway’s Born To Win out of
Beckon The Day by Sultan’s Great Day,
was the winner a year ago of the
American Saddlebred Registry National
Three-Year-Old Five-Gaited Futurity.
She paid a handsome dividend to
Stonecroft Farm, with Nelson Green up,
topping a contentious and deep field in
the evening’s third class to win the
Junior Five-Gaited Mare Stake with a
unanimous decision of the judges. Born
For This was bred by Callaway Hills
Stable of New Bloomfield, Missouri, as
she again lived up to her moniker. 

In the very next class, CastleDream –
winner two years ago of the National
Three-Year-Old Fine Harness Futurity –
topped a huge field in the Fine Harness

At its meeting on Tuesday, July 31,
the Executive Committee of the
American Saddlebred Horse Association
designated Regional Championship
competitions throughout the United
States for 2008.  

The first official Regional
Championship was held in 2005 at the
Pennsylvania National Horse Show,
Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, for the
Northeastern Region. That competi-
tion was selected again, but in this
instance for Region 11 only, encom-
passing the states of Delaware,
Maryland, Pennsylvania, New Jersey,
New York, Virginia and West Virginia.
The event is scheduled October 14-18,
2008. A new Regional Championship
event has been named for Region 12 in
2008 (Connecticut, Maine,

Amateur Ladies Stake, beautifully and
confidently driven by owner Misdee
Wrigley Miller, with his distinctive danc-
ing animated walk and exquisite park
trot, reminding the knowledgeable audi-
ence of his dam A Daydream Believer.
Bred by Mr. Kenneth Wheeler and his
late wife Sallie, his sire is Castle Bravo;
his victory was a unanimous judges’
decision as well.  

One of the most anticipated classes
of the show so far was the Junior Fine
Harness stake for Stallions/Geldings,
with the “younger” Ken Wheeler’s first
Louisville show of last year’s Three-

Year-Old Stallion/Gelding World’s
Champion in harness, the inimitable Joe
Friday. “Ol’ Joe” did not disappoint,
with another unanimous decision for the
win, in yet another large class. Joe
Friday is by Attache’s Thunderbolt out
of Art Show, bred by Ed and Suzi
Teater. 

Defending World’s Grand Champion
Three-Gaited Saddlebred Manila Thrilla
(Sultan’s Royalty x Sable Rose, bred by
Ruxer Farms) graced the winner’s circle
again, but this time with owner Theresa
Vonderschmitt in the saddle for the win
in the Ladies’ Amateur Over 15.2

Hands Stake.  
So, if the Monday night qualifiers are

any indication of things to come – and
these few words can touch on only a
few highlights – this may well be a week
of fierce rivalries, vocal spectators and
spectacular championships. This cru-
cible of American Saddlebred glory was
alive and hotly bubbling throughout the
long night of great horsemanship with
as much or more debate than ever
before. And the world’s best horsemen
have their most challenging work still
ahead of them, with the week having
barely begun.
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Massachusetts, New Hampshire,
Rhode Island and Vermont) at Eastern
States Exposition in West Springfield,
Massachusetts, scheduled for
September 11-14, 2008.

The Mid-America Mane Event
(October 23-26, 2008) in Springfield,
Illinois, will replace the St. Louis
Charity Horse Show as a Regional
Championship in Region 5 in 2008.

Other shows designated as 2008
Regional Championships include the
California Saddle Horse Futurity in
Pomona, along with the Arizona
Saddlebred Futurity in Scottsdale, the
Northwest Saddlebred Association Fall
Classic in Salem, Oregon, the Wisconsin
Futurity Horse Festival in Madison, the
Kentucky Fall Classic in Lexington, the
North Carolina State Fair in Raleigh
and the Southeastern Charity Horse
Show in Conyers, Georgia.  

According to Alan F. Balch,
Executive Secretary of the Association,
the number of applicants increased sig-
nificantly this year. “We believe this is a
result of more interest being generated
in what is still a very new program. The
Executive Committee really struggled
with some of these decisions, since it’s
difficult to choose between competitions
that are of good quality and had enthu-
siastic proposals. But ultimately they
decided to add a new competition in the
Northeast and also select the new venue
in Illinois. We want to encourage more
shows to apply each year, and the deci-
sion for 2009 will be made in July of
next year.” 

Balch also noted that approval is
pending for the State Fair of Texas in
Dallas as a Regional Championship for
Region 6/7 in 2008, contingent upon
licensing by the United States Equestrian
Federation, which is a requirement for
consideration. 

Grand National announces
$24,000 in Championship sup-
plements for 2007

The American Saddlebred Registry’s
Grand National program has
announced $24,000 in new
Championship Stakes for 2007, to be
held only at Regional Championship
events that have been supporters of the
Grand National in previous years. This
announcement is the initial step in a
future integration of the Grand National
with the new Regional Championship

series just begun by the American
Saddlebred Horse Association. 

Grand National Championship sup-
plements of $3,000 each will be added
to stakes purses already on offer in
selected 2007 competitions. Only Grand
National-eligible horses qualify to win
the purse supplements for their current
owners, recorders and nominators of the
sire of the Grand National horse. Grand
National prize supplements are awarded
to the top finishing three horses in each
class that are Grand National-eligible;
therefore, horses other than those win-
ning the top three prizes in the class itself
may still win substantial prize money.

As a forerunner of pending changes
in Grand National purse payouts, the
$3,000 supplements will be paid equally
to the Owner, Recorder and Stallion
Nominator for each place, as follows:
first is $1,500, with $500 to each; sec-
ond is $1,050, with $350 to each; and
third is $450, with $150 to each.   

This year, at the Arizona Futurity,
$3,000 is added to the Three-Gaited
Show Pleasure Championship; at the
California Futurity, to the Fine Harness
Open Championship; at the Northwest
Saddlebred Association Futurity, to the
Three-Gaited Country Pleasure
Championship; at the Wisconsin
Futurity, to the Five-Gaited Open
Championship; at the St. Louis
National, to the Three-Gaited Open
Championship and to the Five-Gaited
Show Pleasure Championship; at the
North Carolina State Fair, to the
Western Country Pleasure
Championship; and at the Southeastern
Charity Horse Show, to the Three-
Gaited Park Open Championship.

These Championship prize supple-
ments are in addition to the other, dif-
ferent classes that have already been
announced for these competitions as
part of the regular Grand National prize
program. Details on the Grand National
are available at www.saddlebred.com/
Prize-Grand-National. Grand National-
eligible horses are denoted with a special
symbol on their Certificates of Registration. 

According to Registrar Alan F. Balch,
Executive Secretary of the American
Saddlebred Horse Association, the purse
supplements are just the beginning of a
sweeping reform and revitalization of
the Grand National prize program. “At
our convention earlier this year, the
Grand National Committee tasked the
staff to consult with Marcia Carothers,

who has been with the Grand National
since its inception, to brainstorm with
our various constituencies ways and
means to improve this important pro-
gram. We brought a number of sugges-
tions back to the Committee and the
Registry board of directors, which then
were developed and improved further.
This is just the first in a series of
announcements we will be making in
the next week or so.” 

For a lifetime recording in the Grand
National, at present, any horse by a
Grand National Stallion can be record-
ed for life at the following fees:  $1,500
for a four-year-old or older horse;
$1,000 for a three-year-old; and $750
for a two-year-old. Stallions can current-
ly be nominated for their lifetimes at
$2,500 for a horse by a Grand National
sire and $3,000 for a stallion not by a
Grand National sire. 

The Registry will take all reasonable
steps to assist competition managements
of this year’s Regional Championship
events to make sure all potential
exhibitors at their competitions are noti-
fied of the purse supplements.

ASHA competition registration
now available online

Formal registration of all competi-
tions offering Saddlebred classes by the
American Saddlebred Horse Association
is now underway, the ASHA has
announced. This step comes with the
Kentucky State Fair World’s
Championship Horse Show having
announced that ASHA will administer
point-keeping records on its behalf for
its 2008 Pleasure and Park Horse sec-
tions. Those qualifying requirements can
be viewed at www.saddlebred.com,
under the About the Breed tab, click on
KSF World’s Championship tab.  

“All exhibitors and competition
managements need to pay close atten-
tion to this registration process,” said
Alan F. Balch, Executive Secretary of the
ASHA. “We’ve been encouraging our
Charter Clubs and our members the last
two years to make sure that horse
shows they support and manage are list-
ed in our Competition Search function
on the ASHA Web site, but we’re con-
cerned that our database is still incom-
plete, especially for competitions that
are not licensed by the United States
Equestrian Federation. With the
Kentucky State Fair now relying on us
to be sure that points are kept accurate-
ly, including all classes offered for Park
and Pleasure, we needed to establish a
formal registration method.”

There are no fees to register a compe-
tition with ASHA. Registration forms
are available on-line at www.saddle-
bred.com, under the Members Area tab,
click on Affidavits, Applications &
Forms. Registration forms are also
available by request of the ASHA office,
or in the Saddlebred Center at the
Kentucky State Fair, Freedom Hall.  

Balch emphasized that ASHA regis-
tration of competitions is mandatory for
points to count for the Kentucky State
Fair. “The formal qualifying require-
ments are very clear that any competi-
tion must be registered with ASHA for

points to count. Therefore, all exhibitors
need to insist at any competition they
attend that management comply with
this requirement, including timely sub-
mission of all results, or points cannot
be counted.  At the start of this effort,
we can be much more flexible than we
will be able to be later on.”

The qualifying period for the 2008
World’s Championship Horse Show
began on July 1, 2007.

Jack Nevitt, C.E. “Pep” Peppiatt and
Jimmy Robertson will be inducted during
the World’s Championship Horse Show
on Saturday night, August 25, following
the Harness Pony World’s Grand
Championship. Biographies on each of
the Hall of Fame’s newest members are
printed in the Kentucky State World’s
Championship Horse Show Program and
are viewable at www.saddlebred.com,
under the About the Breed tab, click on
KSF World’s Championship.  

Nevitt will take his place in a Hall of
Fame that includes some of his mentors,
K.K. Gutridge, Jim B. Robertson and
Garland Bradshaw. As they taught him,
Nevitt’s guidance has benefited horse-
men John Biggins, Randy Harper and
Tom Ferrebee, to name a few. In the
show ring, many of Nevitt’s best
moments came with a mare he made
and trained, World’s Grand Champion
CHBelle Elegant, just one on a long list
of horses he led to success. Additionally,
Nevitt has judged the breed’s pinnacle
shows numerous times.

Peppiatt has been the epitome of a
showman over his career, as both a
competitor and an official. Late in his
active career, he was perhaps best
known as among the top judges of
American Saddlebreds and all show
horses and ponies anywhere in the
world. He first earned a reputation as a
quality trainer for W.S. Hewitt in
Alabama, C.L. Fain in Atlanta, Nan Dot
Stables in Dallas and also in Danville,
Kentucky, as well as Dodge Stables,
before starting his own operation in
Lexington – Peppiatt Stables.

Robertson, like his fellow inductees,
is a renowned horsemen and horse show
judge. Robertson also shares a mentor

with Nevitt – his father, Jim B.
Robertson. Jimmy Robertson has carried
on his father’s tradition of excellence in
horsemanship. He has become a teacher
himself, as evidenced by his devotion to
youth and equitation, guiding juvenile
riders to World’s Championships. His
service record is notable, namely having
served twice as president of the United
Professional Horsemen’s Association.
This year will mark his third turn as a
judge of the World’s Championship
Horse Show, which adds to the impres-
sive list of competitions he has judged
throughout the world.

The sixth award is a $2,500 scholar-
ship donated by the American Saddlebred
Horse Association of Alabama for presen-
tation to a resident of Alabama and active
member of his/her charter club. Victoria
Champion of Montgomery, Alabama, is
this year’s recipient. 

Alex Browning is a 2007 graduate of
Taylor County High School in
Campbellsville, Kentucky. He has
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remained highly involved with his local
4-H program since the age of nine. He
has represented his state on a national
level as the Kentucky Senior Horse
Judging Champion as well as riding a
Saddlebred to champion at the
Kentucky 4-H Horse Show. Alex has
also earned merits with Future Farmers
of America. He grew up traveling the
county fair circuit with his grandfather –
training, grooming and showing their
Saddlebreds – and continues to help
with the preparations of the horse show
in his area.

Each year,
ASHA recognizes its members in grade
11 or higher, age 21 and under, on the
basis of academic success, financial need,
extracurricular activities, including com-
munity service, involvement with
American Saddlebred horses and person-
al references. The purpose of these schol-
arships is to encourage, support and rec-
ognize participation in all aspects of the
American Saddlebred industry, as well as
to strengthen the American Saddlebred
industry and breed through education.
